Other educational institutions in
Omaha include Clarkson College, College of St. Mary, Grace University, Metro Community College,
Nebraska Methodist and the University of Nebraska Medical Center. Interstates 80 and 29 run
through the city that features Eppley Airfield, which serves +5M passengers annually. Omaha also
offers a mass transit bus system called Omaha Metro.

Arts, Culture & Entertainment: Omaha is known for its over-60-year-old-tradition of hosting the
NCAA Men's College Baseball World Series as well as being home to the world-renowned Henry
Doorly Zoo & Aquarium. The city also hosts a plethora of festivals including the Summer Arts Festival,
Maha Music Festival, and the over-20-year-old-tradition Jazz on the Green outdoor music event.
